A resident Swartvlei Fish Eagle is regularly heard calling from the North West Wing of the Villa, and 
at times spotted flying outside the main bedroom. The Villa is adjacent to the lovely town of Sedgefield, home to the 
award-winning Wild Oats Market, and a short drive from shops and restaurants. 
 
There are 8 beautifully decorated bedrooms in the Villa, which can comfortably sleep 18 people, and a standalone studio 
apartment accommodating a further couple. A private chef can be arranged with prior notice, and the Villa offers an 
exceptional wedding venue for the discerning couple wanting a more intimate, high-end experience.
